Rules of Play 

This is a Combined Stableford Matchplay event (combined Nomad scores) designed so that you can play with your chosen 

partner at a number of Nomads monthly games, or alternatively, at other venues/dates mutually agreed by participating teams.  

1. Entry to the competition closes on 28 February 2007. Entry forms are available on the website and at monthly games. 
2. The final of the knock-out competition will be played in December 2008 at the Gold Cup Day. 
3. The combined entry fee of $40 shall be payable upon entering. Entry fees go towards the prizes for the competition. 
4. Any full member of Nomads in good standing shall be eligible to enter this competition in partnership with any other 

member of his own choice and by mutual agreement. 
5. Once a pairing has been arranged and entered, no substitution of partners shall be permitted if the pair has actually 

played a competitive round.  Note: if one player is unable to compete and no other date is possible the remaining 

player may NOT play on his own. 
6. The first named partner on the entry form will be deemed to be the ócaptainô who must arrange ALL the 

communications etc. 
7. Games may be played at Nomads monthly events or at other venues/dates in accordance with the Rules of 

Availability. (see below) 
8. Upon closure of entries for the competition, a draw for the first round shall be made. A new draw shall be made for 

each subsequent round (and plate competition if applicable). The draw is done on the basis of ñinto the hatò (ie there 

shall be no óseedingô nor shall the ladder-type draw be used. 
9. The draw will be done with any number of teams. Certain teams will have a bye if all spots are not filled. 
10. Any matches, in any round, which have not been played by the date determined for completion of the round, shall be 

determined in accordance with Rules of Availability). The defaulting pair shall be eliminated. 
11. The combined handicap for each pair shall be added in full to the total Medal-Stableford points scored during the 

match by each of the individuals in the pair. The match shall be won by the pair which achieves the higher combined 

score over 18 holes. (ie Combined Medal- Stableford on the same basis as any Nomads monthly event). 
12. In the event of a tie after the 18

th
 hole, the pair with the lowest combined handicap will be declared the winner. In the 

event of equal combined handicaps, the winner will be determined by ñthe toss of a coinò. 
13. Players must use their current NOMADS handicap. (as published on the website  at the date of play). If your Nomads 

handicap exceeds your CLUB handicap, you must play off the LOWER handicap. If a player plays off the wrong 

handicap that pairing will be disqualified. Please check your handicaps prior to playing your match. 
14. The first named pairing are responsible to inform the co-coordinator of the results of any matches before the 

scheduled completion date of the relevant round.

Rules of Availability 

  

Each round may be played at a mutually agreed venue or at either of two Nomads monthly games specifically nominated as 

follows: 

   

Round Nominated Monthly Game 

      
Round 1 March or April 
Round 2 (= Plate Round 1) May or June 
Round 3(= Plate Round 2) July or August 
Semi Final Sept or October 
Final December (Gold Cup day) 

 The closing date for each round will coincide with the second nominated monthly game applicable for that round. 

 1. Automatic Matches as part of Monthly game Draw  

Any team where both players have registered and been accepted for a Monthly game (in accordance with the normal 

registration rules); and 

a. who have not previously been knocked out of the competition (or plate event); and 
b. have not previously completed a match against their opponents for the relevant round 

will automatically be drawn, and play, as a team in that Monthly game (as a genuine match with their opponents 

or without their opponents if their opponents have not both registered for the same game). 

Where a team plays without their opponents, their score shall be registered for purposes of determination of a winner where no 

match has been played. (see 3 below) 

 2. Arranging a match at a venue/date outside  Nomads monthly events  

With the mutual agreement of their opponents, matches may be played at any other course at any time before the completion 

date of any round. The match must be played on a Combined Medal-Stableford basis in accordance with the rules of the 

knockout competition.  

 3. Determination of winner where no match has been played  

After the closing date for each round, where no match has been played, the team to proceed to the next round will be 

determined as follows: 

a.        If both teams were unable to play in the same Monthly game, then the best combined Medal-Stableford score 

from the Monthly game where each team did play (ie on a ñblindò match basis) 

b.       If both pairs were unable to play any of the nominated Monthly Games or arrange an alternative match, the first 

named team in the draw will be declared the winner (ñfirst named teamò basis).
